Iris Properties Sheet
Objectives
When an Iris Club staffs shows, sales, and garden show booths, they attempt to answer the public’s questions as best they can.  Usually we only have some knowledge in a specific area of the iris field.  The purpose of the Iris Properties Sheet is to provide the Iris representative a cursory overview of iris information in an area where they may not have expertise.  Thus they may be able to answer some minimum questions from the public in many other areas.

The objective of this sheet is to provide answers to common questions from the public on common topics.  It is not to provide detailed information in each area.  Detailed information – which could in some cases result in either books and/or PhD theses – is to be found elsewhere.

I would hope that the facts inside a square would be accurate, but in nature there are always exceptions to every rule.  Since this is not intended to cover all possible cases, it is not expected to be 100% accurate in all places.  As long as it is generally true it will be close enough for the public’s quick question to pass the 3 second test.  The 3 Second Test: the visitor may leave in the next 3 seconds so has what you have told them so far been accurate enough and to the correct level of detail for them to leave?  If they stay around, then they may want more detail and you can either answer with more information or look something up.  If they leave, then the interaction is over.
This is expected to be a work in progress.  Although I have had this form in mind for several years, I have just begun to move forward on it.  If I knew what should be in each square, I wouldn’t need the form.  As a matter of fact, I don’t really know what all of the rows and columns should be.  This is a beginning pass.

If you can make additions, make corrections, suggest new columns, and/or suggest new columns to this paper, please do so with these directions in mind.

My intent is to be able to use this sheet at events so that I don’t feel as inadequate as I really am.  A side benefit will be that others in the club may be able to use it as well.
